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1. Choose a simple product to sketch in two-point perspective. You must sketch the object in two different views to show different features of the product.

As you have been shown in class, consider the following techniques when producing your sketch:

· Keep lines light until you are ready to darken in the appropriate lines

· Ensure all lines go to the vanishing points with the exception of vertical, sloping and curved lines

· Always start with “crates” to break up your sketch into simpler forms

· Use one confident straight line for each line you create instead of lots of little lines to make up the line

· Remember your sketching angle

· Practise the line first or “ghost it”

· Use small dots to help you sketch from one position to the next

· Try to sketch in good proportion so one size/dimension looks correct compared to the rest

· Line in the outline to make your sketch stand out 

Your sketches should be line only and not rendered. Your work will be marked out of 10.
