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1. Choose a simple object from home and produce a range of quick 2-D sketches of it. Add enhancement to each sketch.
As you have been shown in class, consider the following techniques when producing your sketches:

· Move the pencil quickly and don’t worry about imperfect lines
· Try to keep your sketches in proportion with the object

· Sketch some scaled parts of the object to make little details clearer

· For curved parts, use a crate to begin with and then add in the curve or circle

· Use a darker pencil or fine liner to define the perimeter
